Summary report 
 

 

Summary of main discussion points, outcomes and decisions: 

 The MAC received updates on: the Food Systems Coordination Hub [see 2.1.2] and its main 

functions; the status of the development process of the global strategy on Sustainable Consumption 

and Production (SCP) [see 2.1.1]; and the plans for a One Planet Network (OPN) Forum on the 

eve of the Stockholm+50 international meeting [3.1]. 

 The MAC discussed the workplans of the three SFS Programme working groups. MAC members 

stressed the need for each working group to establish clear targets, and to bring them together under an 

overall SFS Programme strategy. The discussion also highlighted the importance of ensuring 

collaboration across the three working groups, possibly on a new “lighthouse piece”. The discussion 

further revealed the need to focus on truly transformational activities, and in this context to foster a 

common understanding of what we mean by “transformational” in relation to sustainable food 

systems. [see 2.2] 

 The MAC heard presentations from the SFS Programme’s core initiative “Organic Food Systems 

Programme”, from its Community of Practice on Food Systems Approach on the Ground, as well 

as from the OPN Sustainable Public Procurement Programme’s interest group on food procurement. 

[see 2.3 and 3.3] 

 MAC members interested in joining the interest group on food procurement, please reach out to

 MAC members that are leading core initiatives or affiliated projects, please inform the 

coordination desk about the status of implementation of their respective projects, in case they 

may not yet have done so. 

 The MAC discussed an initial draft concept note for the 4th global conference of the SFS 

Programme. It supported the initiative to hold such a conference in the beginning of 2023 and agreed 

that the conference should aim to contribute to the UN Food Systems Summit follow-up process in 

view of the 2023 stock-take. The MAC also agreed with the proposed approach of involving the 

Programme’s working groups in the development of the conference agenda and the organization of 

specific sessions. This could be one element towards fostering collaboration across working groups. It 

was further highlighted that the conference should be designed in a way that it stands out and adds 

value with regard to other similar events. The above-mentioned discussion around transformational 

action could be at the core of the conference. [see 2.4] 

 The Co-Leads will be establishing a broader organizing committee. MAC members that are 

interested and have the necessary capacity to support the organization of the conference both 

financially or in-kind, are invited to express their interest. [see 2.4]

 The next MAC meeting is tentatively planned for July 2022, in a virtual format.

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1. Introduction 

 

1.1 Welcome and adoption of agenda 

Mr. Roberto Azofeifa, Ministry of Agriculture and Livestock (Costa Rica), welcomed all participants to 

the 20th MAC meeting. He then outlined the main objectives of this MAC meeting, which were to discuss 

and approve the work plans of the three new working groups, and get an update on other workstreams of 

the SFS Programme; discuss the initial draft concept for the 4th global SFS Programme conference and 

agree on next steps; and discuss further opportunities for outreach and collaboration.  

 

Finally, Mr. Azofeifa presented the draft agenda of the 20th MAC meeting. As there were no comments, 

he declared the agenda as adopted. 

1.2 Adoption of summary report of the 19th MAC meeting 

Before going into the content of the 20th MAC meeting, Mr. Azofeifa presented the summary report of the 

19th MAC meeting. As there were no further comments by the MAC members, he declared it as adopted. 

 

2. Issues related to programme management 

 

2.1 Recent developments of relevance to the SFSPôs work programme 

 

Mr. Azofeifa pointed out that this session would set the frame for the subsequent discussion on the 

working groups and other workstreams of the SFS Programme, as the SFSP’s work programme should be 

aligned both with the new Global Strategy on Sustainable Consumption and Production (SCP) as well as 

the UN Food Systems Summit’s (UN FSS) follow-up processes. 

 

2.1.1 Relevant UNGA and UNEA-5 decisions and the new Global Strategy on SCP 

Mr. Jorge Laguna Celis, Head of the 10YFP Secretariat, reminded the MAC that the mandate of the 

10YFP was officially extended through a resolution of the UN General Assembly in December 2021, and 

that the development of a new Global Strategy on SCP was welcomed by the 5th UN Environment 

Assembly. The vision of the strategy will be introduced on the occasion of the One Planet Network 

(OPN) Forum taking place on May 31st and June 1st, on the eve of the Stockholm+50 international 

meeting, and is planned to be launched in the context of the High Level Political Forum on Sustainably 

Development, in July 2022. In his presentation, Mr. Laguna stressed the need for stronger private sector 

engagement in global as well as national efforts to accelerate the shift towards more sustainable 

consumption and production, and for stronger integration of the policy agendas in relation to different 

multilateral environment agreements - in particular those related to climate change, biodiversity, 

desertification, and chemicals. Finally, he underlined that food systems have a key role in the Global 

Strategy on SCP, and made the case for the SFS Programme to become a ñpartner of choiceò for the 

Food Systems Coordination Hub.  

 

When closing this session, Mr. Azofeifa highlighted that the new global SCP strategy may offer an 

important opportunity to link the follow-up processes of the UN FSS with the broader SCP community 

and related processes like Stockholm+50, thereby further building on and amplifying the momentum for 

sustainable food systems transformation that was created by the Summit. 

 

2.1.2 Update on UN FSS follow-up processes 

 

Mr. Azofeifa reminded MAC members that one of the outcomes of the UN FSS was the decision to set up 

a Coordination Hub to support the implementation of National Pathways for Food Systems 
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Transformation. In the meantime, Stefanos Fotiou, the Director for SDGs at FAO, was designated as 

Head of the Coordination Hub, and the Hub has officially taken over from the UN FSS Secretariat on 

April 1st. 

 

Ms. Lina Mahy, Engagement Officer at the Food Systems Coordination Hub, then presented the Hub’s 

governance structure and main functions. She stressed that the Hub is neither an implementing 

mechanism nor a funding agency. Rather, it aims to be a connector between different actors, including 

between the UN system, the coalitions that emerged from the UN FSS and other actors of the “ecosystem 

of support” on the one hand, and countries on the other hand. The main focus of the Hub is to support 

countries for accelerated food systems transformation. To do so, the Hub offers six types of services: 

facilitate implementation of National Pathways; strengthen strategic thought leadership; engage collective 

ecosystems of support; leverage means of implementation; communicate and advocate food systems 

approach; prepare for 2023 stock-taking moment. The Hub will also continue to promote Food Systems 

Dialogues, with the continued support David Nabarro’s 4SD team. Finally, Ms. Mahy mentioned the 

following areas where the Hub may benefit from additional support from initiatives like the SFS 

Programme that form part of the Hubôs ecosystem of support: connecting country needs with expertise 

from coalitions; maintaining the momentum and keep the national dialogues active; demonstrating the 

food systems approachôs benefit through pilot interventions around thematic areas (e.g. linking food 

systems with climate, health and biodiversity issues); ensuring a results oriented Stock-Taking Moment of 

2023. 

 

Following Ms. Mahy’s presentations, Mr. Azofeifa invited MAC members that are leading any of the UN 

FSS coalitions, to provide brief updates on recent developments within their respective coalitions: 

 

- Agroecology coalition1: Mr. Emile Frison, IPES-Food, informed the MAC that a first meeting of 

the coalition’s members took place in December 2021. An interim steering group was set up and 

five working groups initiated their activities, including around advocacy as well as finance and 

investments. A second meeting of the coalition was scheduled for April 14th. A number of 

countries were currently in the process of joining the coalition. 

 

- Sustainable Productivity Growth Coalition2: Ms. Elise Golan, USDA, explained that the coalition 

already held two meetings and has over 90 members, including among others 19 countries, FAO 

and farmer organizations. The coalition has recently adopted their agreed-upon Terms of 

Reference. Furthermore, it started to conduct internal webinars with the aim to share best 

practices, and is in addition preparing for a public-facing event. 

 

2.2 The SFSPôs work programme 

 

Mr. Alwin Kopse, Federal Office for Agriculture, Switzerland, reminded the participants that in its last 

meeting, the MAC agreed on three priority areas for the SFS Programme’s current biennium, and decided 

to establish three new working groups in line with these priorities: 

 WG1: Mainstreaming food systems and the food systems approach in relevant key fora (“WG 

Mainstreaming”) 

 WG2: Support National Pathways (“WG Pathways”) 

 WG3: Support Coalitions (“WG Coalitions”)

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Mr. Kopse further informed that these groups have in the meantime submitted their draft work plans for 

consideration by the MAC under agenda item 2.2.2, after a brief presentation by Mr. Michael Mulet of the 

SFS Programme’s results chain. 

 

2.2.1 Presentation of results chain 

 

In his presentation, Mr. Mulet pointed out the need for the targets of the WG work plans to be aligned 

with the objectives of the SFS Programme and the Global SCP Strategy. 

 

2.2.2 Discussion of SFSP working groupsô draft work plans, strategies, and terms of reference 

 

The co-facilitators of each of the SFS Programme WGs first introduced their respective work plans, 

which were shared with MAC members ahead of the meeting: 

 Ms. Joyce Njoro (IFAD) for WG Mainstreaming. 

 Mr. José Valls (FAO) for WG Pathways. 

 Ms. Elise Golan (USDA) for WG Coalitions. 

 

This was followed by a plenary discussion3 focussing on the following guiding questions: 

 Are the proposed activities contributing to the SFS Programme’s objectives while adding value to 

the UN FSS follow-up process?  

 Are the workplans realistic in what the WGs can deliver given available capacities? Do we need 

to be more target-oriented? 

 How to avoid duplications across the WGs? 

 

MAC members felt that the WGôs proposed activities do contribute to the SFS Programmeôs objectives 

while adding value to the UN FSS follow-up process, in general, however that it is necessary to allow for 

some degree of flexibility to allow for adjustments that may become necessary. In addition, further clarity 

on the role on the place of the SFS Programme in the Hubôs ecosystem of support is required (i.e. need 

for proactive and coordinated liaison with Hub). It was also felt that the workplans were realistic, in 

principle, however there remained a need for additional focus, including in terms of specific targets and 

timelines. In order to avoid duplications, it was suggested to develop a joint theory of change or 

expanded results-chain for the three WGs, and increase coordination through measures including cross-

WG calls, potential use of a shared Gannt chart, and promoting joint activities across WGs where 

relevant. 

 

In addition, participants highlighted the need to focus on what is truly transformational, rather than 

incremental. The UN FSS stressed the need for food systems transformation, but there remains a need to 

discuss and agree on what a transformational approach is, and what kind of transformation is required. 

It was also highlighted that the SFS Programmeôs main added value lies in its Sustainable Food Systems 

Approach and its focus on multi-stakeholder collaboration and governance. Along similar lines, it was 

expressed that the WGs should focus in particular on countries that are envisioning a more systemic and 

transformational approach in their National Pathways, and seek to reinforce this approach in the 

different coalitions. Further, it was suggested that beyond the focus on the UN FSS follow-up processes, 

the working groups may start thinking jointly about opportunities for a next SFS Programme ñlighthouse 

pieceò.

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Mr. Kopse thanked all participants for their valuable contributions, which will be analyzed and taken into 

account in the way forward. In terms of next steps, he suggested that: 

 The WGs finalize their workplans by the next MAC meeting, including by complementing them 

with concrete targets and timelines; 

 The coordination desk brings together the three WGs under the chapeau of a joint overall 

strategy / results chain; 

 The Co-Leads continue to liaise with the Coordination Hub to discuss concrete areas for 

collaboration; and 

 The facilitators of the three WGs and the coordination desk establish regular check-in points or 

coordination meetings to update each other on interrelated activities and possibly establish 

cross-cutting sub-groups on interrelated activities (e.g. mapping of tools, and/or ñlighthouse 

pieceò). 

 

In addition, he proposed that the suggestion for more discussion on transformation and transformational 

approaches be taken up further in the work of the SFS Programme. 

 

When closing the session, Mr. Kopse thanked all the WG co-facilitators for their valuable efforts. 

 

2.3 Other workstreams of the SFS Programme 

 

Ms. Martina Fleckenstein, WWF International, reminded the participants that in addition to the three new 

working groups, the SFS Programme still has a portfolio of activities that predate the creation of the 

WGs, such as the core initiatives and the affiliated projects. This session would provide a space to zoom 

in on some of these activities.  
 

2.3.1 Update on linking pre-existing (core initiatives, affiliated projects and task forces) and new 

structures 

 

Mr. Patrick Mink, Federal Office for Agriculture, Switzerland, reminded the participants that at the last 

MAC meeting it was discussed that existing task forces, core initiatives and affiliated projects of the SFS 

Programme, will either be linked with the three working groups, in case they are still active and willing to 

continue their work, or be discontinued, in case they have completed all their activities or that they may 

have become dormant. Following the last MAC meeting, the coordination desk reached out to the leaders 

of all core initiatives, affiliated projects and task forces, asking them to confirm whether they are still 

active and planning to continue their activities in the current biennium: 

 One has become dormant due to lack of funding4, and one – the Organic Food Systems 

Programme – has confirmed that they will be continuing their work as a core initiative of the SFS 

Programme. Work that had previously been done under the core initiative “Setting the Table for 

our Children” is now being pursued in the framework of the Community of Practice on Food 

Systems Approach on the Ground (CoP-FSAG). The remaining five core initiatives did not 

respond so far. 

 CoP-FSAG was the only one of the previous task forces that has confirmed that they will be 

carrying on with their activities, in close coordination with the WG “Pathways”. Consequently, 

the previous task forces on awareness raising, information and tools, as well as partnerships, will 

be discontinued. 

 Out of the 57 affiliated projects, only 7 have confirmed that they are still active.5 In addition, 

three have indicated that their projects have in the meantime concluded their activities, and one

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has become dormant. Further follow-up is required with the 46 affiliated projects that have not 

responded. 

 

Finally, Mr. Mink explained that since the WGs were still being set up and developing their workplans in 

the period since the last MAC meeting up to now, it was premature to proceed with the mapping of the 

core initiatives and affiliated projects against the new working groups.  
 
 

2.3.2 Organic Food Systems Programme (OFSP) core initiative 

 

Mr. Jostein Hertwig, Organic Food Systems Programme, presented their main achievements so far and 

outlined their planned activities for the current biennium. The presented highlights – including potential 

opportunities for collaboration – included: 

 Support by the European Commission of Biodistricts/Organic Districts 

 A Comprehensive “Tool Kit” and “Guidelines” for the establishment and management of 

Biodistricts 

 International Conference on School Meals and Public Procurement “Leave No Child Behind!” 9 – 

11 June, ALGOA Center for Public Procurement (ACPP), New Taipei City 

 ALGOA/GAOD Summits Goesan County South Korea « Public Participation in Local 

Governance» 18 – 19 July in Goesan County, South Korea 

 Organic Expo and trade fair, Goesan County South Korea 30 September – 16 October 

 

2.3.3 Community of Practice on FS Approach on the Ground (CoP FSAG) 

 

Ms. Carmen Torres, UNEP, introduced the new draft workplan of the CoP-FSAG, highlighting that in 

2022 the group will be contributing to the working groups (in particular WG Pathways), by creating and 

sharing knowledge, as well as advocacy and networking for sustainable food systems, and piloting SFS 

Programme tools on the ground. She then zoomed in on the SFS Multi-stakeholder Mechanisms Initiative 

and plans for an SFS Multi-stakeholder collaboration and food systems approach knowledge Hub. 

 

Ms. Torres then handed over to Ms. Siobhan Kelly, FAO, who informed the MAC on a OPN Multi-

Partner Trust Fund (MPTF) tool that is currently being developed as a joint initiative by FAO, UNDP and 

UNEP. Ms. Kelly explained that the tool will be a guide to facilitate multi-stakeholder collaboration at 

national and sub-national levels, with sections on: the rationale, benefits and limitations of multi-

stakeholder collaboration; who to bring to the table and how; understanding the system to transform it; 

insuring inclusive and effective participation; vision-strategy-action; ensuring sustainability of 

collaboration. It will be piloted in Uganda. 

 

 

After questions and answers, Ms. Fleckenstein thanked all speakers for their valuable contributions. 

When closing the session, she reminded MAC members that are leading core initiatives and affiliated 

projects, to please get back to the coordination desk about the status of implementation of their respective 

initiatives, in case they may not yet have done so. Once we will have a clearer picture about the status of 

these initiatives, the coordination desk will attempt to map them against the workplans of the three 

working groups, with the aim to establish potential linkages.

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2.4 The 4th global conference of the SFS Programme 

 

Mr. Mink reminded the participants that at the last MAC meeting, the idea of organizing a further global 

conference of the SFS Programme was welcomed by the MAC, and it was agreed that the Co-Leads 

would elaborate an initial concept note to be discussed at this meeting. He then presented the draft 

concept, highlighting that: 

 The proposed overall aim of the conference will be to further build on the momentum for food 

systems transformation created by the UN FSS, contribute to the UN FSS follow-up process 

including in view of the 2023 stock-take meeting, while catalyzing the implementation of the 

Global Strategy on SCP. 

 The proposed objectives and expected outcomes of the conference are to: 

o strengthen the recognition that food systems must be holistically addressed in all relevant 

multilateral agreements and policy fora; 

o further promote the food systems approach and inclusive governance and collaboration at 

all levels; and 

o provide a space for dialogue among National Convenors, UNFSS coalitions, other 

relevant multi-actor initiatives and further food systems actors, to deepen their collective 

efforts towards sustainable food systems pathways. 

 The expected outcomes of the conference are to: 

o Bring about evidence-based recommendations on a range of actions to promote food 

systems transformation in support of National Pathways, with a focus on inclusive 

governance and collaboration, integrated policies and means of implementation; and 

o Strengthen the linkages between National Convenors and their National Pathways on the 

one hand, and their ecosystem of support - including the UNFSS coalitions and other 

relevant initiatives such as the SFS Programme – on the other hand.  

o And trigger announcement of progress/commitments/new processes by countries or 

stakeholders. 

 The proposed conference theme is “Accelerate our collective efforts towards sustainable food 

systems pathways for 2030”, with the sub-heading “Food systems for a healthy planet and 

prosperity for all”. 

 In terms of topics to be discussed in dedicated sessions, the co-leads propose that the conference 

agenda could cover the following topics: 

o Inclusive governance and collaboration in support of national pathways 

o Mainstreaming food systems for integrated policies at all levels 

o Transforming food systems through Sustainable Consumption and Production 

o Addressing the means of implementation for sustainable food systems  

o Strengthening the SFS approach in UNFSS follow-up processes: a roundtable of action 

coalitions and other multi-actor initiatives 

o Dialogue of National Convenors 

 The idea is that the different sessions will be organized together with the three working groups 

and the CoP-FSAG, as well as the 10YFP Secretariat and other relevant OPN programmes. In 

addition, it may be useful to involve the Coordination Hub and 4SD from an early stage in the 

design of the conference programme. 

 It is envisaged that the conference will be conducted at least partially in person, most likely in a 

hybrid format. 

 It is proposed that in terms of dates and duration, in could take place on five half days in three-

four consecutive days, which would include one half day for learning journeys. 

 In terms of a possible regional focus, the Co-Leads propose that it could be envisaged that the 

conference be hosted by an Asian country, since the last conference had to be held fully virtual 

due to the COVID-19 pandemic, in the end. Priority could be given to a country that is also an 
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SFS Programme member or otherwise actively involved in the OPN and the promotion of food 

systems transformation.  

 

Mr. Mink’s presentation was followed by a plenary discussion6 with the following guiding questions: 

 Do you agree with the scope, objectives and expected outcomes of the conference? Are there any 

key elements missing? 

 Do you agree with the proposed overall theme and topics to be covered? Do you see any further 

topics that may need to be covered? 

 Do you agree with the proposed approach, i.e. to involve the three WGs and the CoP-FSAG, as 

well as the 10YFP Secretariat and other relevant OPN programmes, in the organization of the 

different sessions?  

 

Regarding the scope, objectives and outcomes of the conference, MAC members felt that the discussion 

around transformation and transformational approaches (see discussion under 2.2.2) should be at the 

heart of the conference, that the conference should link to the outcomes of this yearôs Conventions of 

Parties (COP) of the UNCCD, CBD and UNFCCC, and that it could be used to more actively engage 

countries and other stakeholders. MAC members were supportive of the proposed overall theme and 

topics, in general, however highlighting that the conference will provide an opportunity to include 

ASEAN member states and to engage the private and financial sectors, and that discussion topics should 

respond to ñrealò issues of current concern (e.g. including ñhard truthsò and potentially controversial 

elements like power dynamics, etc.). While there was broad support of the proposed approach and way 

forward, some MAC members highlighted the opportunities of involving the broader SFS Programme 

membership in the preparatory process. 

 

In addition, participants agreed that it would be better to hold the conference in 2023 rather than aiming 

for Q4 of 2022, as this would allow to take into account the results of the COPs. Framing the conference 

around a discussion of what is truly transformational and what kind of transformation is required to 

achieve sustainable food systems, could help ensure that this conference adds value and stands out 

among other similar events. This may also involve diving in on specific sub-systems where 

transformational changes are happening. Another suggestion to make the conference appealing, was to 

consider the possibility of organizing a training on the food systems approach as part of it. In addition, 

the conference should be used to bring to bear all the work, assets and tools of the SFS Programme. In 

addition, it was suggested to look at where countries stand with their National Pathways 1.5 years after 

the UN FSS. 

 

Mr. Mink thanked all participants for their valuable contributions, which will be analyzed and used for 

the development of the next version of the draft concept note. In terms of next steps, he proposed that: 

 The Co-Leads will start reaching out to potential host countries. 

 The coordination desk will set up a broader organizing committee and develop a proposal on 

how this committee will be collaborating with the different WGs etc. involved in the development 

of the conference agenda. 

 MAC members that are interested and have the necessary capacity to support the organization of 

the conference both financially or in-kind, are invited to express their interest to the 

coordination desk.

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3. Strengthening synergies, partnership and outreach 

 

3.1 Collaborations towards Stockholm+50 

 

Mr. Azofeifa, Ministry of Agriculture and Livestock, Costa Rica, reminded the participants that the last 

MAC meeting discussed the continued need to integrate food systems in major policy forums, including 

the Stockholm+50 international meeting. As a first important step towards that end, the Co-Leads 

together with Vietnam have organized a side event ahead of the Stockholm+50 preparatory meeting in 

March. This event highlighted National Pathway examples, followed by a discussion with David Nabarro, 

Stefanos Fotiou from the Coordination Hub, UNEP and the Swedish Ambassador for Global Health, on a 

series of key messages focussing on the need to link food systems and the environmental agendas, and to 

adopt holistic and inclusive approaches. As a next step, and building on this side event, the Co-Leads will 

organize a larger event called “Appetites for Change” as part of the One Planet Network Forum that will 

take place in Stockholm on June 1st, the day before the official start of the Stockholm+50 international 

meeting. 

 

Following Mr. Azofeifa’s introduction, Mr. Branislav Mizenko, 10YFP Secretariat, provided an overview 

of the plans for the overall One Planet Network Forum, which will start on May 31st and run through June 

1st. The Forum aims to bring together UN bodies and regional programmes, it’s the One Planet Network’s 

six programmes and actively engaged country representatives, as well its network of partner 

organizations, to launch a new phase of accelerated and impactful SCP implementation. Building on its 

multi-stakeholder nature, the Forum will provide the platform to advance several commitments for 

action which can be communicated by participants to support the Leadership Dialogues of Stockholm+50. 

 

3.2 MAC membersô plans for outreach in the context of other events 

 

Ms. Fleckenstein informed the MAC about the organization by WWF, FAO, the UNCCD Secretariat and 

other partners of a Food Day at the UNCCD COP, on May 12th, 2022. 

 

Mr. Sandro Dernini, CIHEAM, informed the MAC about the organization of the 3rd World Conference 

for the Revitalization of the Mediterranean Diets “A Change of Route” that will take place on September 

28th-30th in Bari, Italy. The conference will include a discussion among National Convenors, including in 

the context of multi-level crises. 

 

3.3 Update on the Public Food Procurement interest group 

 

Ms. Florence Tartanac, FAO, reminded the MAC that last year, an interest group on Public Food 

Procurement was created in the context of the OPN Sustainable Public Procurement Programme, jointly 

led by FAO and ICLEI. Ms. Tartanac provided an update on recent and upcoming activities of the interest 

group, highlighting that the interest group id a bridge between the OPN’s Sustainable Public Procurement 

and SFS Programmes, with the aim to support the development and implementation of sustainable public 

food procurement policies that promote sustainable food systems and healthy diets. The group focuses on: 

joint activities & fundraising; strategies and resources; knowledge dissemination; criteria and standards; 

capacity & network building; advocacy and engagement. The group is open for members from across One 

Planet Network as well as other relevant networks or associations. To engage, contact Luana Swensson
